GRP, MADDEN’S CH & PR PANJANDRUM RAFFERTY, 13c1, MN, 18/03/06 
Seal Point. A lovely large male with a full coat. Wide set ears, medium size on a strong broad round 
head. Full round cheeks. Slight dip to the medium length nose. Chin quite full. Mid blue eyes, large 
and not quite round in shape. Thick set limbs, short strong paws. Lovely long muscular body. Bushy 
tail, proportionate to body length. Very good contrast between the seal brown points and beige coat. 
Slight top shading evident over the back. Full ruff, quite a long coat with a silky feel to it. Well marked 
feet, both gloves and gauntlets. A little unsure of his neighbours but he was no problem to handle.  
RESERVE, SEYMOUR’S GR PR FANCYPAWS MRBOJANGLES, 13c1, MN, 24/10/05 
Seal Point. A deceptively heavy male, showing balance. Medium sized ears, set wide. Broad rounded 
head, full cheeks and full chin. Slight dip in nasal profile. Mid blue eyes, almost round in shape. Long 
body, very good weight. Solid bone to limbs and paws. Balanced, well furnished tail. Beige body, very 
slight top shading though showing very good contrast with the seal brown points. Medium length coat, 
ruff developing length, very silky feel to it. Rounded shape to gloves, full white socks, full gauntlets 
which tapered well. A nicely balanced lad.  
 
AOC POINT BIRMAN PREMIER MALE 
GRP, WELSH’S PR KLASSYKLOGS KLARETT, 13c5, MN, 05/04/08 
Red Point. An impressive male showing lovely balance. Medium sized ears, set well on a strong 
broad round head. Full cheeks, nice nasal profile showing a slight dip. Chin quite full. Medium shade 
of blue to large, almost round eyes, bright and expressive. Long body, lovely feel to him. A well 
muscled male showing well boned legs and feet. Tail was proportionate to body length, very well 
furnished. Rich red ears, slightly paler mask, limbs and tail. Pale cream coat with slight top shading 
present. Fabulous coat for length and texture. Right sock slightly longer than the left, otherwise nicely 
marked feet. Groomed to perfection and great to handle. 
RESERVE, LEE’S CH & UK IMP GR PR KALEMYO KLAWSFORAPPLAUSE, 13c11, MN, 17/05/00 
Mature nine year old with a very nice Birman expression. Wide set ears of medium size. Good 
breadth to the rounded head, full cheeks, slight dip to the nose. Chin could be marginally firmer for 
perfection. Fabulous deep blue eyes, large and almost round in shape. A long bodied male, nicely 
boned limbs and paws. Well furnished bushy tail, proportionate to body length. Very well marked seal 
tabby points showing excellent contras with the body. Silky texture to the long coat. Full ruff. Very well 
marked gloves and gauntlets. Super to handle. Lovely condition for a nine year old. He certainly 
doesn’t look his age. 
 
BLUE POINT BIRMAN ADULT MALE 
CC & BOB, MLYNEK & HAYWARD’S GR CH MLYWARD MUNCHKIN, 13c2, M, 27/06/08 
Blue Point. A well balanced male showing lovely Birman type. Good breadth, round skull, well filled 
round cheeks, slight dip to the nose. Full chin. Fabulous deep blue eyes, lovely size and shape. Long 
muscular body. Thick set limbs, short strong paws. Bushy tail, proportionate to body length. Well 
defined blue-grey points showing contrast with the bluish white body. Tail very slightly paler than the 
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other points. Very silky coat of very good length for a young male with a full ruff. Evenly marked 
gloves and socks, Good length to gauntlets, ending in rounded ends. A super chap to handle. 
Beautifully presented.  
2ND BARKER’S CH GLOANRON BLUBYU, 13c2, M, 26/05/08 
Blue. A weighty solid body of good size. Broad rounded head, wide set ears of medium size, well 
filled cheeks. Slight dip to the nose. Quite a full firm chin. Mid blue eyes, large and not quite round in 
shape. Long body, muscular and heavy. Solid bone, thick set limbs, short strong paws. Balanced tail, 
furnished and bushy. Medium tone to blue-grey points, even in depth all round. Bluish-white coat of 
medium length, some ruff around the neck. Some top shading down the back. Nicely marked gloves 
and socks, gauntlets of similar length, tapering to end in points. Feet had some staining evident. A 
little tense but we were able to handle him.  
 
BLUE POINT BIRMAN ADULT FEMALE 
CC, HORTON’S CH KYNOBI TRINITY, 13c2, F, 08/08/08 
Blue. This young lady had a very nice expression and lovely eyes. Medium sized ears, set well apart. 
Nice head shape with full cheeks. Slight drop-off towards the tip of the nose though she does have a 
good slight dip. Chin could be a little firmer for perfection. Another blue with fabulous deep blue eyes, 
large and expressive. Quite a long body, nice weight for size and age. Balanced limbs of medium 
length. Tail was very well furnished and bushy. Quite a deep shade of blue-grey to the points, 
showing excellent contras with the bluish white body colour. Fairly long coat, very silky texture with a 
ruff present. Slightly scalloped gloves, well marked socks and gauntlets of good length. A beautifully 
presented young lady. 
2ND FINCH’S CH SNOWWITCH KINGDONOFSUMMER, 13c2, F, 25/06/07 
Blue. A smaller female though she was well balanced. Fairly broad rounded head, full round cheeks, 
nice profile to the nose, showing a slight dip. Chin could be a little firmer. Medium sized ears, set 
quite wide apart on the head. Mid blue eyes, initially a little bold though better shape and set when 
she relaxed. Medium sized girl who had good weight for size, with fair boning to legs and paws. Tail 
was quite bushy and balanced well with the body. Quite a deep shade of blue-grey to the well marked 
points, showing very good contrast with the bluish white body colour. Medium length coat, some ruff 
present, nice silky feel to the fur. Very well marked feet all round. I would like to see her a little larger 
at this age, though she was of good weight and balance. Well presented.  
3RD MOTT’S CH CAMULODUNUM LADYOFTIREE, 13c2, 19/04/06 
Blue. A large and very solid female. Rounded shape to the head, quite broad with full cheeks and a 
well developed muzzle. Ears currently sitting a little high and close on the head, and for me, this 
detracts from the overall expression. Lovely deep blue eyes, almost round, large and expressive. 
Long, very heavy balanced body. Good thick set limbs. Short paws. Well furnished, bushy balanced 
tail. Good contrast between blue-grey points and the bluish white coat. Gloves angled outwards 
slightly, back feet ha dwell marked socks and gauntlets. Back feet were a little stained. An impressive 
weight and size to this girl.  
 
AOC POINT NON-BREEDERS ADULT, FEMALE 
1ST MEDLOCK & WHITWORTH’S CH KITTAH HERA, 13c4, F, 06/08/08 
Lilac Point. Lovely substantial female with a super expression and very pleasing coat qualities. 
2ND HOLLYOAK’S CH DALTEEMA TIFFANY TRUFFLE, 13c5, F, 06/02/07 
Red Point. Well balanced medium sized lady, quite a full coat. Good length to the body and a nice 
rounded head. Slightly smaller than my winner.
